Circus Training and Performance with Refugee Children in Berlin

Contents and Methodology description
The workshop will be held in march 2016 in Berlin by Cabuwazi teachers who are experienced in work with refugee children and youths. It will contain a theoretical part to improve the knowledge of the circus teachers about the special needs of the target group and a practical part, the creation of a circus performance with and by refugee children and youths who have received training already. 
During the Workshop we will follow the thesis that Circus training as possibility to express oneself through art, trained and performed in a group, can be a key element of compensation, trauma processing and integration.

The tools of the workshop will be the raising of self-esteem and awareness, finding ones part in a community, participation, physical activity, self-determination, development of social skills and creativity of expression.

The intension of the performance will be to let the students tell their story and therefore, psychological support for the students and socio-psychological training for the circusteachers, will also be elements of the workshop.
The aim of the project will be the production of an experience report, in form of documentation material of the whole process, thematically orientated to the subject of the thesis. For this cause we will also focus on student interviews and student evaluation.
Contents of the workshop:

1. socio-psychological training for the teachers
2. creation of a safe environment and a strong community between students and teachers
3. guided and accompanied approach to personal story telling (students)

4. creation of a circus performance

4. documentation of the process

5. evaluation of the project by the teachers AND the students, with focus on the thesis
